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His interest in Samuel Smiles arose from his involvement since the 1980s in engineering history and the way it has been written, which led him to the belief that Smiles has been at best partially understood and that at worst his views have been positively falsified. That belief evolved into a spare-time project which eventually resulted in publication of his Samuel Smiles and the Construction of Victorian Values. (Sutton Publishing, 1997)
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
